Degrees Offered

The following degrees are available in our
cooperative relationship with George Fox
Evangelical Seminary:

¥  The MA in Christian Ministries (MACM) is
designed for those specializing in church
leadership, including adult and family
ministries, or urban ministry. It requires 64
credit hours of course work, including an
internship.

¥  The MA in Ministry Leadership (MAML) is for
individuals in ministry without formal theological
education living in any geographical location. It is
a three-year, 56-credit-hour degree program with
one-week intensives twice a year in Portland, Ore
combined with online participation.

¥ The MA in Theological Studies (MATS)Is a 64-
credit-hour academic degree providing the core
for those continuing on to a Ph.D. program,
teaching or research. Classes required include
biblical languages, spiritual formation, and
internship. Students choose a specialization in
either Biblical Studies or Christian History &
Thought.

¥  The Master of Divinity (MDiv) is a professional
ministry degree. Students specialize in one of five
areas: Biblical Studies, Adult Ministries, Urban
Ministry, Spiritual Formation, or Chaplaincy.
Requiring 96 credit hours of course work and
internship, this degree is the most broad-based.

¥  The Certificate in Spiritual Formation and
Discipleship (CSFD)is a unique certificate
program requiring 32 credit hours and may be
added to one of the above degrees, or taken
independently. Students are trained in spiritual
direction and discipleship. It is newly available
with a few additional hours as the MA in
Spiritual Formation (MASF).

¥  The Doctor of Ministry (DMin) is an advanced
degree for those who have completed a Master-
level degree, have served professionally in
ministry and desire post-graduate training in
Leadership & Spiritual Formation, or Leadership
in the Emerging Culture.
